Chapter Constitution

Article . NAME
The Chapter shall be known as Cape Coral Chapter 1002 of the National Active and
Retired Federal Employees Association, located in Cape Coral, Florida.

Article Il. OBJECTIVES

This Chapter shall support and work toward the objectives of NARFE as set forth in the
Association’s Articles of Incorporation, National By-Laws, Federation By-Laws, and
herein:

Keeping members informed on the plans and activities of the Association.

Gaining the members’ appreciation of the Association’s need for and importance of
active support.

Providing members opportunities to become well informed on the issues confronting
the Association at the Federal, state and local levels.

Providing mutual assistance and support to solve problems that an individual member
may be unable to resolve alone.

Establishing a means of direct participation in achieving Association objectives and
goals.

To support legislation, rules and regulations beneficial to the interest of current
federal employees (CFEs) and annuitants, as well as potential annuitants of the
Civilian Federal Service.

To oppose legislation, rules and regulations unfriendly to the interest of CFEs,
annuitants and potential annuitants.

To promote the general welfare of CFEs, annuitants and potential annuitants.

To serve and advise CFE's and annuitants with respect to their rights under Civil
Service Retirement Laws and Regulations.

To cooperate with other Organizations in furtherance of the objectives of the
Association and this Chapter.
